GATHERING
 

What is worship?
Worship (from ‘worth-ship’ or ‘to bow down’), is to acknowledge the supreme worth or value of someone or something. The Bible 
calls all people to worship God as King, praising his glory, honor, and power. The church-at-worship has always “devoted themselves 
to the apostle’s teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer” (Acts 2). These are the basic elements of Christian 
worship,  each of which are expressed as a dance and dialogue of sorts – God gathers us, we respond to him; God speaks to us, we 
confess our faith in him; God offers bread and wine, we feast on him; God blesses and sends us out, and we build his kingdom in the 
world.
 

What do I do if I am new to worship?
One aspect of this encounter for Christians is to “sing and make music from your heart to the Lord… [with] psalms, hymns, and songs 
from the Spirit… always giving thanks.” (Ephesians 5).  You will find the lyrics to several songs, both old and new, in this worship 
liturgy; please sing with us or simply enjoy the music and ponder the lyrics.
 

How can I be considerate of others in worship?
¥ Arrival – Please arrive early out of respect for God and those who have come to worship him.  
¥ Seating – Please find seats toward the front and center to create space for latecomers, and please reserve seats in the rear and 

balcony for new parents and nursing mothers.
¥ Children – Please note that childcare is available for younger children (infant through four years old) who are not yet ready!to par-

ticipate in worship; older children (kindergarden through fourth grade) are encouraged to worship with us for the duration of the 
service or until the dismissal for Children’s Church.

¥ Electronics – Please mute cell phones, pagers, and other electronic devices. 
¥ Reverence – Please do not walk around the worship space during the service except for times of singing.

THE LORD’S WORD
The central text for Christians is the Bible (from ‘papyrus, scroll’), which consists in the books of the Old Testament (Law, Prophets, and 
Writings) and the New Testament (Gospels, Acts, Letters, and Revelation).  The Scriptures (from ‘writings’) are God’s words – his power-
ful, authoritative self-expression and revelation. The prose and poetry of the various genres of the Bible tell the story of God’s redeeming 
love for the world, making us “wise for salvation through faith in Jesus Christ… thoroughly equipped for every good work” (2 Timothy 
3).  The Scriptures are the voice of God calling, shaping, energizing, and directing his church in her mission to bless the world and build 

the kingdom of God “on earth as it is in heaven” (Matthew 6).

GOSPEL READING
Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke 14:1-24.

        1 One Sabbath, when Jesus went to eat in the house of a prominent Pharisee, he was being carefully 
watched. 2 There in front of him was a man suffering from abnormal swelling of his body. 3 Jesus asked the 
Pharisees and experts in the law, "Is it lawful to heal on the Sabbath or not?" 4 But they remained silent. So 
taking hold of the man, he healed him and sent him on his way.
 



    5 Then he asked them, "If one of you has a child or an ox that falls into a well on the Sabbath day, will you 
not immediately pull it out?" 6 And they had nothing to say.
 

    7 When he noticed how the guests picked the places of honor at the table, he told them this parable: 8 
"When someone invites you to a wedding feast, do not take the place of honor, for a person more distin-
guished than you may have been invited. 9 If so, the host who invited both of you will come and say to you, 
'Give this person your seat.' Then, humiliated, you will have to take the least important place. 10 But when 
you are invited, take the lowest place, so that when your host comes, he will say to you, 'Friend, move up to 
a better place.' Then you will be honored in the presence of all the other guests. 11 For all those who exalt 
themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted."
 

    12 Then Jesus said to his host, "When you give a luncheon or dinner, do not invite your friends, your 
brothers or sisters, your relatives, or your rich neighbors; if you do, they may invite you back and so you will 
be repaid. 13 But when you give a banquet, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind, 14 and you will 
be blessed. Although they cannot repay you, you will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous." 
 

 15 When one of those at the table with him heard this, he said to Jesus, "Blessed are those who will eat at 
the feast in the kingdom of God."
 

    16 Jesus replied: "A certain man was preparing a great banquet and invited many guests. 17 At the time of 
the banquet he sent his servant to tell those who had been invited, 'Come, for everything is now ready.'
 

    18 "But they all alike began to make excuses. The first said, 'I have just bought a field, and I must go and 
see it. Please excuse me.'
 

    19 "Another said, 'I have just bought five yoke of oxen, and I'm on my way to try them out. Please excuse 
me.'
 

    20 "Still another said, 'I just got married, so I can't come.'
 

    21 "The servant came back and reported this to his master. Then the owner of the house became angry 
and ordered his servant, 'Go out quickly into the streets and alleys of the town and bring in the poor, the 
crippled, the blind and the lame.'
 

    22 " 'Sir,' the servant said, 'what you ordered has been done, but there is still room.'
 

    23 "Then the master told his servant, 'Go out to the roads and country lanes and compel them to come in, 
so that my house will be full. 24 I tell you, not one of those who were invited will get a taste of my banquet.' "

THE LORD’S SUPPER
The signature celebratory feast of Christians has many names: the Love Feast, the Freedom Meal, the Bread Breaking, the Lord’s Supper, 
Communion (from ‘sharing’), the Eucharist (from ‘thank you’), and the Mass (from ‘Go, you are sent out’). This adaptation of the Jewish 
Passover has always been a common, shared, joyous family meal for those who follow Jesus, looking back to his once-for-all sacrificial 

death and looking forward to his return. When we celebrate the feast we commune with the risen Lord Jesus who stands as our host to 
offer forgiveness, healing, and life; we also commune with one another, participating together in the reconciling grace of God. The order 
of our celebration follows the four actions Jesus performed with the bread and wine when he gathered his disciples around the table: he 

took, he blessed, he broke, and he gave.

• If you have not yet filled out a Connection Card, you may do so at this time; it will help us know who you are, answer any ques-
tions that you might have, offer prayers on your behalf, and it will help you know what is going on in the life of our church.

Let us with gladness present the offerings of our life and labor to the Lord.

Blessed are you, Lord, God of all creation. Through your goodness we have this bread and wine to pur-
chase and offer, which earth has given and human hands have made.

Invitation to the LordÕ s Supper
We invite all who follow Jesus to partake of the Lord’s Supper – Christians at peace with God and neighbor who seek strength to live 
more faithfully for Christ. Most will be baptized Christians and active members of a church that proclaims “Jesus is Lord;” others may 
be taking the bread and wine for the first time as an expression of new faith and a desire to be baptized into Christ and his church; 
and some may be un-churched Christians who are pledging a deeper commitment to Christ and his church by participating in the 
meal. If you are not yet a Christian, or if you are a Christian who is not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage your prayerful 
observation in the hopes that you may consider your relationship with Jesus and with his church.
