What opportunities does Christ Church offer for parents and children?
We are committed to the safety, teaching, and involvement of our children at Christ Church. We offer childcare for the duration of the 
worship service to:
• Younger children (infant through four years old) who are not yet ready to participate in worship.
• Older children (kindergarten through fourth grade) who may worship with us for the duration of the service or until the dismissal for 

ChildrenÕs Church before the sermon.
 

What is worship?
Worship (from Ôworth-shipÕ or Ôto bow downÕ), is to acknowledge the supreme worth or value of someone or something. The Bible calls all 
people to worship God as King, praising his glory, honor, wisdom, and power. The church-at-worship has always Òdevoted themselves to 
the apostleÕs teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayerÓ (Acts 2). These are the basic elements of Christian wor-
ship, each of which are expressed as a dance and dialogue of sorts Ð God gathers us, we respond to him; God speaks to us, we confess 
our faith in him; God offers bread and wine, we feast on him; God blesses and sends us out, and we build his kingdom in the world.
 

What do I do if I am new to worship?
One aspect of this encounter for Christians is to Òsing and make music from your heart to the LordÉ [with] psalms, hymns, and songs 
from the SpiritÉ always giving thanks.Ó (Ephesians 5). You will find the lyrics to several songs, both old and new, in this worship liturgy; 
please sing with us or simply enjoy the music and ponder the lyrics.
 

How can I be considerate of others in worship?
¥ Arrival Ð Please arrive early out of respect for God and those who have come to worship him.
¥ Seating Ð Please find seats toward the front and center to create space for latecomers, and please reserve seats in the rear and balcony 
for new parents and nursing mothers.
¥ Electronics Ð Please mute cell phones, pagers, and other electronic devices.
¥ Reverence Ð Please do not walk around the worship space during the service except for times of singing.

THE LORD’S WORD
The central text for Christians is the Bible (from ‘papyrus, scroll’), which consists in the books of the Old Testament (Law, Prophets, and 
Writings) and the New Testament (Gospels, Acts, Letters, and Revelation).  The Scriptures (from ‘writings’) are God’s words – his power-
ful, authoritative self-expression and revelation. The prose and poetry of the various genres of the Bible tell the story of God’s redeeming 
love for the world, making us “wise for salvation through faith in Jesus Christ… thoroughly equipped for every good work” (2 Timothy 
3).  The Scriptures are the voice of God calling, shaping, energizing, and directing his church in her mission to bless the world and build 

the kingdom of God “on earth as it is in heaven” (Matthew 6).

GOSPEL READING

Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke 16:1-13.

    1 Jesus told his disciples: "There was a rich man whose manager was accused of wasting his possessions. 2

THE LORD’S SUPPER
The signature celebratory feast of Christians has many names: the Love Feast, the Freedom Meal, the Bread Breaking, the Lord’s Supper, 
Communion (from ‘sharing’), the Eucharist (from ‘thank you’), and the Mass (from ‘Go, you are sent out’). This adaptation of the Jewish 
Passover has always been a common, shared, joyous family meal for those who follow Jesus, looking back to his once-for-all sacrificial 

death and looking forward to his return. When we celebrate the feast we commune with the risen Lord Jesus who stands as our host to 
offer forgiveness, healing, and life; we also commune with one another, participating together in the reconciling grace of God. The order 
of our celebration follows the four actions Jesus performed with the bread and wine when he gathered his disciples around the table: he 

took, he blessed, he broke, and he gave.
 

We invite all who follow Jesus to partake of the Lord’s Supper – Christians at peace with God and neighbor who seek strength to live 
more faithfully for Christ. Most will be baptized Christians and active members of a church that proclaims “Jesus is Lord;” others may be 

taking the bread and wine for the first time as an expression of new faith and a desire to be baptized into Christ and his church; and 
some may be un-churched Christians who are pledging a deeper commitment to Christ and his church by participating in the meal. If 

you are not yet a Christian, or if you are a Christian who is not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage your prayerful observation 
in the hopes that you may consider your relationship with Jesus and with his church.
